asked. “Yes. They start here—" he pointed to where the ailerons
ended—about 14 inches from the end of the wing. “The other one
had wing tips that were only about 3 inches. I put these on because
I don't plan on doing any aerobatics, so I wanted the extra wing.”

“When I got the wing, the bottom was already complete, and in
one piece. The wing already had a spar attached to the bottom.” he
said.

“How far out on the wing does the fuel tank go?” I asked.
“Right about to here.” He said as he pointed to where the ailerons
ended. “The gas tank is in the forward part of the wing, ahead of the
spar. It has baffles, so the gas can only go one way—towards the
engine.” “How many gallons will it hold?” I asked. “It will actu-
ally hold 40 gallons in the main tank, and 8 gallons in the header
tank. The main tank is one big tank going from one wing into the
other.”

He told me about his electrical and ignition systems: “This

plane doesn't have mags. It has two separate electronic ignition
systems that can be checked independently prior to flight. We also
have a master and auxiliary battery.” He said, “They are both
separate, and both independent. So if your master electrical system
fails, you can switch to this ‘emergency buss’ that runs just the igni-
tion systems and comm radios off the aux. battery.”

For radio equipment he has a transponder, a nav-com, and a
second comm radio. The GPS was built into the Blue Mountain
EFIS. The VOR navigation was also routed into the main EFIS.
(He also has a secondary, Dynon D10A EFIS.) “You can shoot an
ILS with the Blue Mountain.” He said. “It has all the instrument
flight capability. I don't have an instrument ticket, but I'll have a
plane to use if I ever do want to get that.”

“This plane has a higher canopy than the other Glasair. The
other one was shorter, boxier, and tapers a lot more. The elevator
on this one is two feet wider. I’'m going to be happier with this
plane.”
