New Logo

zard. (I disagree!)  The old logo was a bit too clut-
tered, and if you looked closely, it appeared to have 
pieces of text and graphics pasted together.  That 
was the way things were done before computers 
made images and logos appear seamless.

A couple of month ago Chapter President Jay 
Sanders asked his daughter Cheryl to come up with 
some ideas for a new logo.  Cheryl has experience 
in creating computer graphic images, so she sent 
Jay several examples.

Scrambled Egg Squadron Remains Active

Earl Schroeder sent this to me the other day; it came from the AeroElectric email forum.  It reflects Earls attitude 
toward the “technologically advanced” gizmos it seems everyone wants to put in their aircraft these days.

THE VIRTUE OF SIMPLICITY
“Parts left out cost nothing and cause no service problems.” Parts left out also can cause no emergencies or smoke in 
the cockpit. I believe that the first statement was attributed to GM’s Charles “Boss” Kettering. Henry Ford was a 
great advocate of the value of simplicity too; whether it be in life, in work or in play. If our missions often involve 
flying IFR at night, then a very good case can be made for all the backups, added equipment and redundancy advo-
cated in this forum. What concerns me is that all the emergency procedures required to take advantage of redundant 
systems must be committed to writing and to memory; then must be tested, practiced and periodically rehearsed. 
With the increased costs of flying, TRUE currency becomes even more elusive. During an emergency, pilots rarely 
have time to look in their POH for emergency procedures; you will not have time either. When the adrenalin and 
sweat is flowing and when fear and tunnel vision sets in is not the time to begin learning emergency procedures!

What is your plan to counter smoke in the cockpit? I have a plan. The FAA is currently saying that you need one too. 

If 99% of your planned missions are day VFR, think twice or 3 times, before going overboard on adding overly com-
plicated equipment and redundant backup systems, much of which you barely understand. And don’t forget that your 
airplane will perform better with less weight.
